contract with (U could be renewed, which would pay half of Lob's salary for
nine monihs (Stanco pays it for the three sunmen monthd) he would agnee o otay
on for at least anwother yean, but uould be free #o accept anvither offer if he
felt that he could not resist it, with the following stipulation: #hat if such
an offer were made, he uould either siay on through nexit yean's Stanco, or wvuld
train someone who could handle it adequately. Stanco is commiitted fon the summens
of 1968 and '69, and most of this year's guaranions have agreed #o give next
summen as well.

already agreed #o do next yean, and one dinecting job fon (ommunity Thedten,
Nothing was signed, and neally nothing too definite was decided, since it hainges
on uhether (U will renew thein last season’s offenr I they do not, then we will
have o ne-think the uwhole deal,

J also brought up, after £d Hudson lef, the poasibility of reducing (ommuniiy
Theater's nent by perhaps §100 a morith, dangely fon the aake of good will, Mary
and Bob fel that #his was no tinancially possible unless it could be tied in
with Scott's neduction in Bill Sapp’s salany and added #o what is paid him by
(ommunity Theater. But again, since we did not even hnow what sort of converdation
Karl and Bill Sapp had had, nozhing could be done. My suggestion was purely infornal
and Karnl does no# have any idea that J brought it up, but the ill-feeling on the
part of some (ommunity Theaten Board membens is such that J felt it wuld be worth
a great deal in good will if it were possible o make such a reduction, Mary io 2o
call Karl and see what he ever found out about Bill Sapp's desine 2o go #o work

This uas my maiden voyage as chaimman of the Scott Board. There wene eight menbers
of the Mand present, and the minutes will show in the main what went on, but J wish o
necord my oun impressions. Starco, for which the semi-final report was made |, pending an
audit the dast of this month) showed a Loss of, as nearly as we could detemnine Lrom
the ever-changing figues Bob gave us, 8357898, This diffened from the amount given
on the Yyped sheet handed #o us and will, again, differ from the tigure given us aften
the final audit, bui it Lo within a few hundred dollans of the amount. Of #his deficii,
T will presumably pay one quarter, and the Scott Foundation will take up the nesi,
bob also presented the proposed budget fon 1969-70, which will show a deficit of some
812,000, This is a pessimiotic figune, since Bob projected only those sounces of income
which wene already assuned. He did no# project any which wene 40 fan only promised, and
this aloo takes into aonsideration the fact that T(U wild only pay us $4 500 2his yean
nathen than 89,000 as last year; and aldo dves not Zake into account any donations which
might be made. A desultory discussion of possible fund-naising evenis brought out one
positive thought: the Salvadon Dali jewelny show J am o find out what J can about it
and its requinements and make a nepont ai the next Board meeting, subject to the approval
of the Ant Association.

Laten: J contacted {d Hudson Jn., and we agreed that he should wnite the note o
the Foundation which makes the jewels available o, as they put it "Museuns, educational
inotitutions,...etc". We were afraid that if J wnote it, as chaimman of a theaten, they
would not considen that we wene eligible. J also called Fdnund Van Zandt #o ask, on
behalf of Mr. Kluck, #he accountant, if it would be permissible for him #o make out
the monthly financial nepont in a different mannen from the accaual system which has
been hard #o understand, In the counse of the conversation Ednund said #hat he had an
altemative plan fon a fund-raising event in case the Dali thing fell through: an ant-
and-antique auction such as the Art (enten had had about five yeans ago.

(U has ,i’o/?u, given notice that they will not resume Toun and Goun this
summer. Na Sorenson, their drama department head, wants to wonk on his PhO. #his
aunmer, and neither Henry Hammack nor Gaylen (ollien are interested in doing i%,
while Many Fisher is definitely neluctant #o ask the same donons fon money again.
(ommurity Theaten has decided #o Zake oven the Zime peniod and produce tuo playa
which will be, as presently planned, an extension of their negulan season, waking
it un the yean round, The oummen plays have no# been set definitely ye, and no
publicity on #he change has gone out. Bill Ganben is not entinely sune what he
wanits o do, bui dves hnow that he wants #o arrange the time fo be able #o iake
a vacation. There is Little nental of the Theater duning the summen monhs, but
Community Theater pays nent the year round, and 7 feel sure that we have enough
money o run through a summen as well as we even did with Starco on Toun and
Goun, uhich brought in peanuts at the box office and paid no rent,

Ground will be broken soon on #uwo new addiions o the Ant (enter: a new Museum
wing paid for by the Bass-Richardson Foundation, and a dwo-sitoney wing behind the
theaten containing offices, astorage space, and a kidchen;built by the Scott Foundation
specifically for the Theater. The Foundation is also noofing oven the sculptune .
ganden, flooning i%, and tuming it into a solanium fon entertaining., Bob Decken
has sitated Apecéﬂcauy that the Foundation is cfouzg this because the Theaten is
fudlilling the function they had hoped for from the beginning: full uiage as a
building, continuous activity,,and operation in the black. The wing and solanrium
will cost at least §100,000. (onotruction stant has been much delayed, having onig-
inally been scheduled fon last Octoben, laten ,fnganmag, and s, at this
wniting, not a spadeful of eanth has been tumed, But from all J can gathen this is
aimply delay, noz cancellation of the project.



June 3, 1973

The construction has finally begun, though in a veny elementary siage as yet, The
work 40 fan is on the addition o the Ant (enten only, though the plans and bnickualh
in the sculpture ganden have been removed. Opening has now been set, veny Zentatively
fon next Aprid on early fMay.

Che #hing which we had been concemed about has tumed out well. Jack fllis had
been increasingly nestless in his #96, and after his divonce, his disposition had
Zaken a tuwwn fon the wonse, But he tumed in his resignation this pasit week-end, and
will be replaced by zhe cunnent assistant technical dinecton, Howand Parsons, who
wanted the job very badly. Jack is not sune what he is going %o do, but is going
in Zhe immediate future to Greece, on a solo ip which will take him 2o the alaces
he has almays read about and longed #o see. He is widing a play, i not sure what
he will do when he netums, but thinks he may take up wniting rathen #han going back
into the theater. J have loved and admined Jack, and have great hopes that thene is
a brilliant fuiune of some sort ahead of him, forn I hnow of no one who has mone
intellectual potential. ‘

The sunnen has been decided: (ommunity Theater is aimply adding fuwo plays o its
season, which will now be year nound, At least fon this year. The armangment is only
fon the one yean, so they can see how they are received, and whethen they draw any
better than Stanco on Toun and Goun did, The tuo sumen plats widl be "Beyond the
Fringe” and "(az on a Hot Tin Rool". The Theaten is in good enough financial shape
that we can weather a sunmen with very Little income. But J have an idea that the
uo plays will bring in quite a bit more at the box office in single-ticket sales #han
he previous programs have done. And of counse (omunity Theaten nent goes on anyuay.

January, [97%

The Theaten Festival is in full swing as J write this, extremely successtul. Jt
has gained an audience o the poind that about all we have %o do is announce the
dates and open he doons. J gave both parties: he cockiail pardy at the Ft, Wonth
(Lub and he afzer-party following he evening play on opening day, 4o did noz get
2o see either play, but undersiand they had very good audiences. Ch Thursday, the
second day, there were 450 people at the matinee and a full house with people sitiing
on the sieps of the aisles fon the evening penfomnance.

The construction of the new Art Museun wing and the entertginment anea for
the Theaten is quite delayed. Now the Ant ((enter (Henny is gone, and the new man
has not been selected) hrough Ed Hudson Jn., has nequested Scott Theaten to Lind
the money o pave an access road from Lancastes, west of the Theater building, #o
the doon of the new entertainmeni-and-office building. We have nowhere o tumn ex-
cept 2o the Scott Foundation fon somewhere around $11,000. I have talked #o Bob
Decken, and he is necepiive, and will get a firm estimate and then ake it up with
the board of the Scoit Foundation. To be continued......

Koshalek, fle then called a netroactive meeting of the (xecutive (ommittee to
natify his fai accompli, as the French would say. J Zhought that he and Sid
wene in complete accond, but i seems #ha Sid has caught Ri¢hard in several
dies, on at least untwitha, The final straw uns when Richand put into #he bud-

A very sad occunrence---illany Fisher died, of lung cancen, lary uns almost
indispentable %o the Theaten, a sounce of infommation about theater, people,
sounces, and general comfort, from the day it opened, She was the first @
president of Women of the W.&S.7. We Theater (onmittee from the  APusmtts
beginning umtil she became o ill %o get out, But we kept her name on the
List never-the-dess, She uns never the chairman of #he Theater (ommiitee,
and J never undensiood uhy. She would have a much mone logical choice #han J
uas when &d Hudson Jr. nesigned, J have alunys suspecited that she turned it
doun hei delf, and suggested me, fon she had forgotten more about #heater than
J have ever knoun.

Theater Festival Opens Wednesday

Fort Worth will host a major national drama gettogeth-
er this week — the Region 5 runoffs of the first American
College Theater Festival — to be held at Scott Theater

| Wednesday through Saturday. Thirteen regions across the

country involving nearly 200 campus drama groups will be
holding runoffs this month. After a final selection next
month 10 groups will go on to Washington, D.C., for two
weeks of performances at Ford Theater and a new Tent
Theater on the National Mall in early May.

Not a competition, although a competitive spirit may
pervade the meteings, the American College Theater Festi-
val (ACTF) is a selection process through which the 10
best campus productions will emerge and find their way to
the nation's capital. At no stage of the selection will rat-
ings be given or prizes awarded. The 10 who make it will
be first among equals. No festival of this nature or scope
has ever been held in the United States.

The idea of giving this kind of recognition to campus
theater came from Roger L. Stevens, chairman of the John
F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts in Washing-
ton. It is twofold recognition, really. One, that the Kenne-
dy Center is a national center to emphasize American
excellence in the arts and, two, that college theater has
been and continues to be a vital voice in American drama,
free from the commercial considerations of professional
theater. The Kennedy Center is to be a showplace in the
capital for notable achievement in music, drama, dance

The Region 5 runoffs of the first American Co]}ege
Theater Festival wound up last weekend with the Univer-
sity of Oklahoma’s “Lysistrata” production and Sam
Houston State College’s “Dark of the Moon” at Scott
Theater. Both placed in the top three category, along with
the University of Texas at Austin’s “An Enemy of the
People,” for recommendation to the Festival’'s Central
Committee far possible showing in Washington, D.C., next
May, the focal point of the national Festival.

For once critic and judges agreed in the outcome of a
competition, but I still have reservations about “Dark of
the Moon” placing in the finals. The contest isn’t rgted.
The three Region 5 selections appear before the Festival’s
central committee as equals, and I don’t feel they are.
Which neecn’t detract from Sam Houston State’s accom-
plishment. It ranks alongside, or better than, any _of the
shows given during the Festival with the exception of
“Lysistrate” and “An Enemy of the Peopple.” But there is
the difference. “Lysistrata” and “An Enemy of the People
are in a separate class and can go to the central committee
as equals. Personally I'd hate to see either one chosen over
the other for viewing in Washington. As a package they
represen: some of the best work being done on Southwest-
ern campuses in drama and comedy. But “Dark of the
Moon” isn't in the same league, although on paper it goes
along as such.

NONE OF THE central committee members will ac-
tually see the productions recommended to them. The lo-
gistics problem of bringing all 39 regional finalists to some
pre-arranged location and gathering committee members
together for the extended time required to see them, pres-
ents too many hardships on both sides. They will instead,
depend on regional judges reports, video and audio ta.peg,
personal interviews with judges and other available evi-
dence before making a choice of 10 plays to be honored in
the capital.

Presumably justice will be done with this kind of evi-
dence. But I would feel easier if third place had not been
given here.

® % »

THE REGION 5 RUNOFFS as a whole were a singular
success. With the exception of the Arkansas entry per-
forming standards were high, and in the case of the top
two, perfectly professional. Attendance was exceptional,
with turn away crowds on two of the four evenings, Offi-
cial feeling was that the Festival exceeded expectations
and could be looked for again next year.

The thought was also expressed that Texas, with eight
initial entries this year and more expected next, might
undertake a preliminary festival of its own. If individual
schools would agree to underwrite their own expenses to
attend a preliminary meeting, those two or three return-
ing for the Regional finals could he privately sponsored.

Scott Theater is ideal for this, and if Fort Worth want-
ed to keep the festival here some sponsoring agency might
be found. A Texas preliminary festival would probably gen-
erate more response locally than the regional one, which
would mean two performances of every entry to accommo-
date the crowds, although at this level whether each pro-
duction would deserve repeating or not is debateable.

None of this is here nor there of course unless some-
one wants to start the ball rolling and have a Texas meet-
ing. However without it there is still the Regional Festival
to look forward to. Let’s hope Scott Theater can bring it
back next year.

Scott Marks
4-Year Past
Of Progress

Scott Theater, as it begins its fifth year
can look back on several worthwhile accom-
plishments.

Often described as a “gem” of a theater
complex, the Scott can operate efficiently only
in a setting of community participation and
support.

Last year the American College Theater
Festival presented seven plays at Scott, two of
which went on to play in Washington, D.C.
Because there were only 10 plays from the 13
regions in the United States that played in
‘Washington, having two from Region 5 was an
honor for the Scott and for Fort Worth.

Word filtered badk from Robert C. Kase,
originator of the American College Theater
Festival, that Region 5 housed at the Scott was
the “best run, best organized and best attend-
ed” festival in the country. Last year there
was a casting director from Paramount Stu-
dios watching the performances of the young
thespians. Weekend performances sold out,
and an estimated 2,500 persons saw the plays.

THIS YEAR TICKETS FOR THE seven
performances went on sale Monday and are
“moving fast,” said Robert S. Telford, direc-
for of Scott Theater.

There are several schools and colleges in
the area planning special theater field trips,
particularly for the matinee performances.

Scott Theater opened in January 1966 with
a lavish three-day gala attended by show per-
sonalities, including Zsa Zsa Gabor and Gor-
don McRae.

Money for the theater was provided by the
William E. Scott Foundation, out of special
trust for the Fort Worth Art Center, which is
adjacent to the Scott.

During the theater’s first year there were
71 public performances given, which attracted
17,223 persons. Public performances the sec-
ond year numbered 178 and were atiended by
52,324 persons.

In its third season, the theater housed 171
public performances and atfracted 62,084 thea-
ter-goers. Although figures have not been tab-
ulated for the year just ended, Telford said
they will surpass the 1968 figures.

During its four years, the theater has been
the home of the Greater Fort Worth Communi-
ty Theater. William Garber, director, has
fused a smooth-working combination of qualify
productions using local talent and actively
supported by community enthusiasts.

Scotf Theater Actors Repertory Company
(STARCO) has presented a versatile tight for-
mat of different but concurrent plays in its
summer runs for three seasons.

TCU Drama Department has used the
theater for several of its productions for three
seasons.

HISTORY OF
THE WILLIAM E. SCOTT FOUNDATION

The Scott Foundation is a Texas non-profit corporation, with broad charitable powers,
which was chartered in May of 1960 by William E. Scott. The three initial directors and
officers were William E. Scott, George Q. McGown and Robert W. Decker. Mr. Scott died in
November of 1961 and under the terms of his Will substantially all of his assets were given
to the Scott Foundation.

Upon Mr, Scott’s death, E. G. Parker, then Senior Vice President of the First National
Bank, became an officer and director in lieu of Mr, Scott; and, at that time, Mr. McGown
became President. E. G. Parker died in June of 1973, and upon his death Margaret M,
Fenelon became an officer and director of the Foundation,

During Mr. Scott’s lifetime, his primary interest was in the arts, both visual and
performing and with this realization the resources of the foundation have been committed
primarily to these purposes.

The major accomplishment of the Foundation was the building of the William E, Scott
Theatre as part of the Fort Worth Art Museum and the donation of the Theatre and offices
incident thereto to the City of Fort Worth. The Theaire was completed approximately 10
years ago with the hope that it would be a centerpiece for the performing arts, that it would
house the performing arts offices and be a complementary addition to the Fort Worth Art
Museum with benefit to the citizens of the Greater Fort Worth area.

The Foundation contributed funds to pay for the solarium and adjacent offices incident
to the recently completed additions and remodeling of the Fort Worth Art Museum, plus
the driveway and parking area off of Lancaster.

The Foundation has been one of the major contributors to the Fort Worth Arts Council
continuously since its formation approximately 12 years ago,

Throughout the years, when Arts Council Fund drives have been in trouble, the
Foundation has been a major contributor to clear the deficits.

The Foundation contributed toward the acquisition of Music Hall.

The Foundation has given financial support to Community Theatre.

The Foundation annually gives financial support to the Junior Leagues productions at
the Scott Theatre which are presented to thousands of school students,

The Foundation continues to support the financial needs of Scott Theatre.

The Foundation has given financial assistance outside of the Arts Council to various
performing arts in Fort Worth, including many productions at the Scott Theatre and T.C.U.

Robert W. Decker (accepting for the Foundation)

Because of his personal interest and in furtherance of the objectives of the Scott
Foundation, Mr. Decker has been involved with various activities pertaining to the arts in
addition to his other civic activities, included in these are:

He did the legal work and obtained the original charter of the Arts Council as a Texas
non-profit corporation in the year of 1963,

He has been on the Board of Directors of, and held various offices in, the Arts Council
since its formation.

He has been a member of the Arts Council Development Council since its formation,

Upon completion of the Scott Theatre, the Scott Theatre Committee was organized to
operate the Scott Theatre as a division of the Fort Worth Art Museum and he has been a
member of this Committee since its inception.

He has been a member of the Board of Directors of the Fort Worth Art Museum for the
past approximately 12 years.

He is a member of the Board of Directors of the Fort Worth Symphony.

He has participated in all of the various fund drives held by the Fort Worth Arts Council
since its inception.
